Organisational background

Malaria Consortium is one of the world's leading non-profit organisations dedicated to the comprehensive control of malaria and other communicable diseases and child health in Africa and Southeast Asia. Background
Mozambique is making significant efforts to strengthen its malaria surveillance system across all levels of endemicity and all levels of service provision. In order to make informed decisions on resource allocation and track progress towards disease control and elimination goals, national malaria control programmes (NMCPs) need a malaria information system (MIS) that is capable of providing valid, reliable and timely data. A countrywide malaria surveillance assessment was conducted in 2018 to provide a comprehensive analysis of the root causes of MIS issues at all levels, identifies and measures specific challenges faced, and outlines actionable recommendations for strengthening and upgrading the current malaria surveillance system.
Purpose

The consultant will work closely with The Head of Surveillance, Monitoring and Evaluation, the Chief of Party in Mozambique, and the Senior Management team in Mozambique to develop and write a peer-reviewed paper and other related technical documents and materials summarising the key malaria surveillance achievements made to date in Mozambique.
